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Why this book is offered as interactive PDF.
Ebooks are ePub or MOBI files that are specifically built for 
ereaders. The text in these are reflowable, and redistribute to 
fill the screen. Readers of these files can adjust font size, type-
face, and other viewing options. Just like a web page, ebooks are 
based on HTML. Ebooks do not have page numbers, so do not 
reference them in the text. Instead they indicate with references 
like, “in the next section/chapter/ or at the end of the book.” 
These books cannot be printed by the user. Ebooks are seen as 
the best file option for something with a great amount of text 
on an ereader, like a Kindle, a Nook, a Kobo reader, a tablet, an 
iPod, a phone, etc. Because screens can be small, viewing a PDF 
requires readers to zoom and navigate to read the content, by 
manually moving the page from left to right to read it all. An 
ebook, with its reflowable text, provides a much better reading 
experience. Most major ebook retailers do not allow you to up-
load a PDF. 

A PDF is not a true ebook. Yes, they are electronic, and so are 
often thought of as an electronic “book,” but they are designed 
to display a hard print-type document that has a fixed layout. So, 
PDFs will retain the page design and look the same no matter 
what device you view them on, from a tiny phone to a tablet or 
computer screen, where as an ebook will scramble the design. 
For this reason PDFs are excellent where a precise graphic design 
is required that incorporates complex graphics, images and text. 
However, when viewing enlarged content you will need to scroll 
across the screen. Also, while PDF file sizes are higher, they re-
tain the quality of higher resolution files, offer interactively, sound 
files and video. Both formats are constantly under development. 
The ability to print from a PDF file can be enabled. This PDF file 
is print enabled which means a printed copy can be made from 
the PDF file.

WAVE - light - sound - is a series of volumes that present the photographs taken by Lloyd Godman of musicians, and 
gigs. The title  plays on waves in both sound and light. The publications not only present his photographs from the late 
1970 period and then the Womad experiences, but the transition from film to digital photography. Godman became 
interested in photography at an early age and went on to establish the photograph section at the Dunedin Art School 
which he was head of for 20 years before moving to Melbourne and teaching photography at RMIT. His approach has 
always asked questions of the medium. 

Rarefaction: is the reduction of an item’s density, the opposite of compression. Like compression, which 
can travel in waves, rarefaction waves also exist in nature as in sound waves.

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Introduction
Womadelaide 2020 was like no other. As the date drew near Covid-19 was throwing an infectious web across the globe with 
warnings, fear and actions growing by the day We kept wondering if the festival would be cancelled, but with no word, in 
early March we loaded up the caravan and headed off on our usual two to three day drive from Melbourne to Adelaide, 
camping on the way. First night we camped by the river with other Womad friend at horseshoe Bend, Dimboola. 

With performers flying in from such a wide range of countries, it seemed highly likely that somehow there would be an out 
break and ensuing chaos, so we stocked up on hand cleanser, etc. The fantastic acts took place among wonderful weather 
but also a growing concern that a dark unseen specter could enter at anytime. While there was a consciousness that the 
virus could be circulating, at that point it seemed inconceivable that future music festivals would be off the agenda for an 
uncertain time. 

Months on, no one quite imagined how the virus would change lives and the culture of so many countries. Music festivals 
off the agenda, art galleries closed. Five months on as a second spike hit Melbourne and no live music events were hap-
pening. However in retrospect, it is not surprising that conspiracy theories seeped from the fertile ground of unprepared 
governmental systems poorly implemented by unaccountable bureaucrats. It is not a series of conspirators that holds the 
entertainment industry in lock down, but a bunch of untrained bunglers at the helm. 

So delight in these photographs that stop the action 
close up, or offer a time exposure that blurs our perceived reality.

She erupted yelling that I had bashed her son, that I was a violent man 
and that I would be going to Russia to fight for Putin. She lost all interest 
in the performance and turned to me and others in the audience.

She kept pushing me backwards from the stage, waving here arms in 
crazy frenetic circles trying to block my view, and others in the crowd. 
She kept crashing into me with here breasts. Several people nearby 
were shocked by her behavior. She began shouting and spitting at Tess. 
She pulled out her phone and photographed me, so I quickly took mine 
out an photographed her. (photos right)

A young woman was concerned and said to me “ she’s crazy, get be-
hind me”, which I did and she then kept bashing into the woman. A guy 
came forward suggesting she was off her face and said, “just say sorry 
and back away from her”. 

After sometime this is what I did, we headed for a coffee out the back 
to cool down.
